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INTRODUCTION

The modern world map features regions that
have separated from states, lacking sovereign
status, which emerged as a result of self-determi-
nation or the disintegration of individual states.
This process primarily affected the post-Soviet
space: after the collapse of the Union of Soviet
Socialist Republics (USSR), several countries
unrecognized by the international community
emerged, and one of them is the Pridnestrovian
Moldavian Republic (PMR, Transnistria). This
territory has a complex history, having been part
of various states at different stages, resulting in
a diverse ethnic structure of the population. As
a result of integration processes, the Russians,
Ukrainians, Moldovans, Bulgarians, Gagauz,
and other ethnic groups living here have formed
a distinctive ethnic community, which is reflect-
ed in their work patterns (unlike the predom-
inantly agrarian rest of Moldova, industry pre-
vails in Transnistria), writing system (Cyrillic),
unique culture, and way of life, preserving tradi-
tions from the Soviet era.

THE PROCESS OF
SELF-DETERMINATION

Transnistria was first proclaimed as a unified
economic territorial entity within the framework
of the USSR, known as the “Transnistrian Free
Economic Zone” on June 2, 1990. It then de-
clared itself as an independent political and ter-
ritorial entity on September 2, 1990, amid esca-
lating interethnic tensions in the Soviet Socialist
Republic of Moldova (babunynra et al., 2007,
bypina, 2019, 2020).

The phenomenon of Transnistria is unique
in the post-Soviet space. Unlike Nagorno-Kara-
bakh, Abkhazia, and South Ossetia, Transnistria
did not have autonomous status and was created
as a state entity practically “from scratch”. The
primary efforts of the emerging state structures
were directed towards safeguarding the politi-
cal, economic, linguistic, ethnic, and other basic
rights of the population. Protection of political

rights was based on the extensive use of highly
democratic instruments during the state-building
and legislative processes, such as nationwide
referendums and direct elections of the president
and representatives at all levels.

A total of 7 nationwide referendums were
held in the territory of Transnistria: one in 1990,
two in 1991 and 1995, and one each in 2003
and 2006. The referendums on independence
(December 1, 1991) and the adoption of a new
constitution and joining the Commonwealth of
Independent States (CIS) (December 24, 1995)
held fundamental significance (Bonkosa, 2005).
The referendum on September 17, 2006, deter-
mined the modern strategic choice of Transn-
istria: “On Sovereignty and Further Integration
with Russia”. The document was approved by 97
% of referendum participants (Bonkosa, 2005;
['amoranos, 2018; 3arynun, 2018). The over-
whelming majority of the population of the re-
public participated in all referendums.

Based on the results of the referendums, the
leadership of Transnistria adopted an “eastern
vector of integration”, implying a strategic orien-
tation towards Russia. This was formalized in the
Decree of the President of Transnistria No. 766
of November 20, 2012, On the Approval of the
Concept of Foreign Policy of Transnistria. Sub-
section e) of point 3 of the Decree states the na-
tional idea as “...the participation of Transnistria
in integration processes within the CIS space,
including involvement in the EAEU” (Eurasian
Economic Union, EAEU) (KpacHocenbckuii,
2018).

The protocols signed in Moscow between
the Deputy Prime Minister of the Russian Fed-
eration, A. Zhukov, and the President of Transn-
istria, [. Smirnov, on May 23, 2006, and between
the Deputy Chairman of the Russian Federation
Government, Special Representative of the Pres-
ident of the Russian Federation on Transnistria,
D. Rogozin, and the President of Transnistria, Y.
Shevchuk, on October 25, 2013, have had and
continue to have a significant influence on the
cooperation between Transnistria and Russia.
These protocols have served as a legal basis for

Within a short historical period, Transnistria
has established all the attributes characteristic
of a sovereign state, including a constitution,
presidential institution, legislative, executive,
and judicial bodies, armed forces, state security
system, banking and financial systems, its own
currency, anthem, flag, coat of arms, and a reg-
ulatory framework governing entrepreneurship
and non-market sector activities.

The Moscow Memorandum On Relations
between the Republic of Moldova and Transn-
istria, signed on May 8, 1997 by the presidents
of the parties, the then-presidents of Russia and
Ukraine, as well as the Chairman of the Organi-
zation for Security and Co-operation in Europe
(OSCE), has had a significant impact on Transn-
istria’s interaction with the outside world. Point
3 of the Memorandum recognized Transnistria’s
right to independently conduct external econom-
ic and cultural relations, as well as relations in
the fields of science and education.

Despite the fact that the majority of Transn-
istria’s population expressed their support for its
independence, international organizations and the
leadership of individual countries do not recognize
the republic as a sovereign state. The international
political and legal status of the republic remains
unresolved and is the subject of negotiations in the
“5+2” format, involving the negotiating parties —
Moldova and Transnistria, the guarantor countries
— Russia and Ukraine, and observer countries/
unions — the United States od America (USA), the
European Union, and the OSCE.

FORCED AUTARKY

The absence of an international political
and legal status has led to a number of negative
consequences, including the imposition of vari-
ous external restrictions and the exclusion of the
possibility of full interaction with other coun-
tries and international economic organizations.

Despite its small territory size (4163 km?) and
the capacity of its domestic market, the leader-
ship of the republic aims to ensure a high degree
of economic openness, which necessitates active
participation in various international economic
relations.

Unlike large states that can offset the neg-
ative influence of the external environment
through internal resources, Transnistria does not
have the ability to effectively develop its econo-
my based on internal potential within an autarkic
model. Sustainable development of the region
is only possible through intensive and efficient
interaction with the outside world. However, in
the current realities, this is not the case, and as a
result, the republic is highly dependent on geo-
political processes occurring at both the global
and regional levels, especially in neighboring
countries.

Being essentially in a state of autarky, Trans-
nistria’s economy is highly sensitive to any
changes in the spheres of foreign policy and ex-
ternal economic activities, including the move-
ment of labor, goods, and finances, as well as
the dynamics of demand and prices for exported
goods. Therefore, geopolitical, military-political,
and geo-economic processes are a fundamental
factor in macroeconomic and social dynamics,
influencing both positive and negative trends in
economic and social development.

GEOPOLITICAL UNIQUENESS:
FROM THE PAST TO THE PRESENT

Throughout centuries, Transnistria has
served as a borderland, a transit hub, and a com-
munication zone between different peoples, con-
fessions, and state formations, acting as a buffer
zone between the Slavic and Germano-Romance
civilizations. The Dniester River has played not
only a natural but also a geopolitical boundary
role in different epochs. The changes in the geo-
political, military-political, and economic-geo-
graphical situation here have always determined
the trends and effectiveness of regional develop-
ment. This was particularly evident during the

In this vast
unified economic space, the Transnistrian region
had extensive cooperation links, freely (without
currency conversion, border control, or customs)
supplied goods to all regions of the USSR, and
procured necessary products, benefiting from
the advantages of the country’s unified transport
system. The produced goods had guaranteed
markets, stable sources of raw materials, energy,
finances, and a qualified workforce. Transit func-
tions were highly significant as dozens of inter-
national and intra-union railway and road routes
passed through the region. The absence of bor-
ders between the Soviet republics and customs
restrictions, the freedom of movement for citi-
zens across the entire Soviet space, unrestricted
access to the ports and tourist resources of the
Black Sea, and the proximity to the countries
of the Warsaw Pact and the Council for Mutual
Economic Assistance (Comecon) all contributed
to the extensive development of cooperative re-
lations and mutual trade, raising the standard and
quality of living for the population.

THE MODERN
GEOPOLITICAL TREND

Since the early 1990s, there has been a con-
sistent trend of worsening geopolitical situation
for the republic, stemming from the dissolution of
the USSR, the termination of the activities of the
Warsaw Pact and Comecon, and the accession of
Bulgaria, Hungary, Poland, Romania, Slovakia,
and the Czech Republic to the European Union
and NATO (Fig. 1). All of this significantly limit-
ed Transnistria’s interaction with the outside world.
The situation has been further exacerbated due to
the COVID-19 pandemic (2020-2021) and due to
military-political events unfolded in Ukraine start-
ing from 2014 and especially after 2022 when it
has taken the character of a pre-war situation.

Meanwhile, prior to the mentioned events,
Ukraine was one of the main foreign economic
partners of Transnistria. It acted as a guarantor
country in the negotiation process for normal-
izing relations with Moldova, and Ukrainian
military observers participated in peacekeeping
operations on the banks of the Dniester River.

the fields of culture, education, customs activi-
ties, transit, and the sale of Transnistrian goods
through Ukrainian ports. However, Ukraine’s
current pro-European orientation, strongly sup-
ported by the USA, has significantly complicat-
ed cooperation with this neighboring country,
including the transit of goods and people. As a
result, the livelihood of the population of Trans-
nistria now largely takes place within a closed
space bounded by state borders.

The normalization of the geopolitical sit-
uation could contribute to the revival and fur-
ther development of cooperative ties between
Transnistria, Moldova, and Ukraine in various
areas of economic and cultural activities. One
of these areas is international tourism, which
can benefit from the natural and ecological
conditions, transportation infrastructure, and
recreational resources. For example, health and
wellness tourism, including medical tourism,
can be developed in the northern part of Trans-
nistria, where a sanatorium and resort complex
has been operating in the city of Kamenka for a
long time. Tourists from all regions of Transn-
istria, as well as Moldova, Ukraine, Russia, and
other countries, can visit this complex (ITamwuii,
2016). In terms of industrial sectors, Transn-
istria could potentially revive, and even expand,
industries such as: energy, light industry, food
industry, machine industry and metallurgy. It is
worth noting that these branches of industry in
Transnistria were previously the basis for the
development of the agricultural western part of
the Moldavian SSR but have lost their signifi-
cance due to the conflict affecting both sides.

The implementation of mutually beneficial
projects and ensuring the safety of life in Trans-
nistria is primarily hindered by the political in-
stability in the modern Republic of Moldova,
characterized by the strategic orientation to-
wards the West by the ruling elites of the coun-
try. The current leadership of Moldova, like that
of Ukraine, aligns with the global interests of
Western European structures and their overseas
supervisors, particularly the USA ruling circles.

Attempts to limit Russia’s presence in the re-
gion and eliminate Transnistrian statehood are
constantly made from these sides. The influence
of Russia on stabilizing the geopolitical situation
and addressing socio-economic problems is hin-
dered by the lack of direct borders with Transn-
istria, which fundamentally distinguishes it from
Abkhazia and South Ossetia. Furthermore, the
republic does not have access to the sea, as is the
case with other self-proclaimed territories such
as Abkhazia, the Turkish Republic of Northern
Cyprus, and Taiwan. The geopolitical situation
of Transnistria has been somewhat influenced
by the return of its original territories to Rus-
sia, namely Crimea, Donbass, and Azov. On one
hand, this has brought Transnistria spatially clos-
er to Russia, but on the other hand, the repub-
lic has lost its role as the main Russian strategic
foothold in the southwest direction. Nonetheless,
Transnistria remains an important area of stra-
tegic geopolitical interest for Russia, which has
become the sole guarantor of the republic’s inde-
pendence from Moldova. The current leadership
of Moldova is pursuing a course towards unifi-
cation with Romania, including the territory of
Transnistria.

THE INFLUENCE OF GEOPOLITICAL
OBSTACLES ON THE MODERN
ECONOMY

The geopolitical factors listed above have
limited the independence of the republic in its
foreign policy and international economic rela-
tions, making it dependent on the decisions of
the leadership of Moldova and Ukraine, as well
as the positions of international organizations.
Transnistrian economic agents are forced to
go through dual customs clearance procedures
in Transnistria and Moldova. The geopolitical
factor often disrupts economically justified ex-
port-import logistics by rail and major high-
ways, resulting in excessive mileage of hun-
dreds of kilometers. Economic entities cannot
exercise the right to transport goods in compli-

Transnistrian vehicles
are not allowed to participate in internation-
al transportation. According to the agreement
between Moldova, Ukraine, and the Europe-
an Union, a special monitoring mission — the
European Union Border Assistance Mission
to Moldova and Ukraine (EUBAM) has been
established along the Transnistrian—Ukrainian
border, which monitors all external connections
of Transnistria. These conditions and limita-
tions increase the economic risks and transac-
tion costs for economic agents, result in signif-
icant financial losses reaching tens of millions
of dollars per year, reduce the competitiveness
of Transnistrian goods, and lead to deteriorating
financial and economic performance. External
restrictions contribute to structural disparities
in the economy and lower the level of nation-
al security. The worsening geopolitical situa-
tion, combined with the absence of an interna-
tional political-legal status, increases various
risks, hinders the implementation of national,
regional, municipal, corporate, and individual
programs, reduces the region’s attractiveness
for imigration, promotes the emigration of the
working population and consequently leads to
the aging of the population and depopulation of
the region. The complexity of the geopolitical
situation, external restrictions, the COVID-19
pandemic, and the uncertainty of the interna-
tional political-legal status have caused nonlin-
ear dynamics in the main macroeconomic and
social indicators in the medium-term retrospec-
tive period (Fig. 2).

Particular attention should be given to the
negative trends in economic and social indica-
tors that emerged in 2022. According to prelimi-
nary estimates, the value of industrial production
volume amounted to 81.2 % of the 2021 value,
the index of physical volume of industrial pro-
duction was 85.2 %, the value of exports was
78.7 %, and retail trade turnover was 96.1 %.
The number of retired workers in 2022 exceeded
the number of employed workers by 13.4 %. The

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nominal wage level in 2022 increased by 4.5 %
compared to the 2021 level, while the inflation
rate stood at 13.1 %, and the cost of living in-
creased by 11.9 %. As a result, real incomes and
the standard of living of the population signifi-
cantly declined.

Starting from 2017, the authorities and gov-
erning bodies have adopted a series of important
decisions and documents aimed at overcoming
negative trends in the external environment, im-
proving the efficiency of macroeconomic man-
agement, creating optimal conditions for the
functioning of entrepreneurial structures, and
maintaining national security and the standard of
living at an acceptable level.

Among the most important documents de-
veloped and adopted for macroeconomic man-
agement is the Development Strategy of the Prid-
nestrovian Moldavian Republic for 2019-2026,
approved on December 12, 2018, by the Decree
of the President of the PMR No. 460. The strate-
gy became a guiding document for the adoption
of sectoral, intersectoral, and regional programs,
as well as medium-term strategical and manage-
ment decisions. In the framework of implement-
ing the strategy, programs for socio-economic
development of Tiraspol, Bender, and adminis-
trative districts were developed and approved by
the President of the PMR.

In 2018, the PMR law of on state support for
investment activities was adopted, and amend-
ments were made to the law on corporate income
tax, law on land fee, and law on foreign econom-
ic activity, which provide significant benefits for
potential domestic and foreign investors. With
the aim of providing support to aspiring entrepre-
neurs, the Entrepreneurship Development Fund
was established within the republican budget,
intended to provide favorable financing for new-
ly established business units. In 2017, the Trade
and Industrial Chamber of the PMR initiated the
project Buy Pridnestrovian, aimed at populariz-
ing products of Transnistrian production, stimu-
lating import substitution, creating new jobs, and
increasing tax revenues to budgets at all levels,
as well as strengthening food security in the re-
public. A number of state target programs have
been adopted. On April 12, 2019, the Law of the

PMR on the Approval of the State Program for
the Development of the Agro-Industrial Com-
plex of the PMR for 2019-2026 was adopted.
In 2019, the State Target Program Support and
Development of Tourism in the PMR for 2019—
2026 was adopted by the Supreme Council, and
in 2020, the State Institution Tourism Agency of
Transnistria was established to carry out com-
prehensive management of the tourism sector.
Large recreational facilities have been created or
reconstructed in Tiraspol, Bender, and adminis-
trative districts.

Active work has been carried out to consol-
idate and increase the reliability and stability of
commercial banks and insurance companies. If
there were 15 commercial banks operating in
the territory of Transnistria in 1995, by the be-
ginning of 2023, there were 3 joint-stock com-
mercial banks. The consolidation of banks has
significantly increased their reliability, expanded
the tools and types of operations they conduct.
Among the main positive results of the function-
ing of the banking system, digitalization and the
increase in the number of remote operations car-
ried out in “online” mode, including the use of
credit cards, wide implementation of electronic
signatures and reporting, and increased transac-
tion speed should be noted. The number of non-
cash transactions in the “Bank—Client” system
has significantly increased.

In the conditions of the COVID-19 pandem-
ic, institutional bodies have developed, adopt-
ed, and implemented a wide range of measures
aimed at addressing several key tasks: a) limiting
the spread of viral infection; b) ensuring effec-
tive treatment for individuals infected with the
COVID-19 virus; ¢) providing social support to
the population; d) providing financial and materi-
al-technical support to individual entrepreneurs.

The state provides support for a number of
important innovative projects, among which the
project of OAO Akuvatir, Full-cycle Complex for
the Production and Sale of Sturgeon Fish and
Caviar should be highlighted. Several housing
programs have been developed and implement-
ed in 2017-2022, including programs for young
people, which have significantly improved hous-
ing conditions for a large number of citizens.

The listed measures have had a positive im-
pact on the state of entrepreneurship and the social
sphere in the republic. However, the limited scale
of economic potential and the domestic market of
the republic, as well as the significant dependence
of the economic system on external factors, do
not always contribute to achieving the expected
results from the implementation of internal man-
agement decisions. External factors still play a
crucial role in the development of the republic.

CONCLUSION

Transnistria is a vivid example of how geo-
political and military-political processes hinder
the full utilization of the potential of its advan-
tageous economic-geographical location, inten-
sive and efficient cross-border interaction with
Moldova and Ukraine, external trade, and tran-
sit functions. It is not the well-being of people
and society that determines the essence of mod-
ern geopolitics but rather the interests of trans-
national companies and the “powers that be”
(Uuctobaes, 2022). These characteristic factors
of the contemporary globalized environment
require constant active adaptive actions from
governing bodies, which are associated with ad-
ditional transaction costs. Only the solidarity of
the peoples of the world can ensure the human-
ization of global geopolitics, which would be
directed not towards the interests of the “gold-
en billion” but towards solving pressing prob-
lems of humanity and would be in the interests
of the peoples of the world. To implement such
a course of world geopolitics, it is necessary to
create an effective mechanism at the internation-
al level that would make it possible to overcome
the negative aspects of the geopolitical processes
taking place in the world.
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
